Thirteenth Dalai Lama (g'ma'a'aq') had stayed at the monastery of Karma Rolpa Dorje

(qufmm’fé). He was on his way back from China. The Dalai Lama had been welcomed

there by the incarnate lama of the monastery. He had received homage and obeisance
(qvags) from the people of the village. My father was nine years old at that time. The

Dalai Lama had left a pair of his boots or jachhen (qqm'@qm'qﬁa'a\éq') behind the

monastery. He had also visited the house where | was born and remarked that it was a
beautiful place. By all these facts, the search party (m:‘%ﬁaé‘m%’) was fully convinced
