He gets to sleep several hours before

midnight at the time when sleep is most refreshing and after a sound

night’s rest rises early next morning in good health and spirits for the

labours of a new day.

2. It is very plain that such a life as this is far more conducive to health

than that of the man who shortens his waking hours by rising late,

and so can afford in the course of the day little leisure for
