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Effective feedback provides guidance in such a way, that even if the message highlights poor performance.
the overall effect is to motivate the individual. Feedback shouldn’t be confused with coaching. Coaching is
a forward-looking exercise to help a coachee meet their long-term aims. Feedback helps an individual
focus on elements of their performance by focusing on past behaviour.

Feedback must be timely. But choose an appropriate time not when the subject is in an unstable emotional
state. Prepare what you plan to highlight and how you can illustrate your point. Start with the positives: it
will put the subject in a positive frame of mind and enable them to be receptive to further messages. Be
specific. Concentrate on observable behaviour and not generalities. Highlight the behaviour. not the
persomn. that person needs to do differently. In this step. you describe the other person's behaviour or actions
giving specific examples. Link the behaviour to its effect so the subject can understand the consequences
that their action had. Use examples. The more examples you can use. the more powerful your point. Focus
on solutions and make sure those solutions are achievable. This will provide the positive motivation and
way forward. Check for understanding. Allow the individual to summarise what they have heard and the
solutions.

The EEC (Example. Effect and Change) model. The EEC model provides a straightforward step by step
process for giving feedback to others. The process is not judgmental. instead it provides instances of
individual’s behaviour and the impact that it had.

Before vou give feedback. you should consider the typical reaction to that feedback. The SERA (Surprise.
Emotion. Rationalisation and Acceptance) process helps you appreciate the potential stages a coachee may
go through when receiving feedback. These stages may initially block them from assimilating what they
hear. As a coach, you should be aware of these stages and provide time and space for them to occur. By
putting yourself in your coachee’s shoes. you can improve the effectiveness of your feedback.

In an age of rapid globalization and dynarmic economic scenario, skills hawve become the cornerstone of
economic growth and social developrment in any given econory. India is no different. India's econorric and
social developrient pivots upon skills development. We strongly believe that a country with a high proportion
of skilled workers could not only show progress on social and economic indicators but also weather the
upheavals in the global economy.With 12 million people entering the workforce on an annual basis, India's
labor force is expected to grow to over 800 million by 2022, Moreover, with an average age of 29 years, the
country's population pyrarid is expected 10 "bulge” across the 15-59 age-bracket over the next decade,
increasing the working age population from approximately 761 million to 869 million during 2011-2020.
Consequently, India will be experiencing a period of '‘demographic bonus,' where the growth rate of the
working population would exceed that of the total population. Apart from this, world's developed economies
such as the Australia, USA, Europe and Japan will have a larger proportion of population in the older age
bracket, thereby creating a demand for skilled work force in these countries Thus, India is endowed with the
biggest opportunities of all tirmes, as it will soon be the home for the world's largest working population with
the other courntries looking for youth to work for thery however, this is also a fairly complex supply side
challenge, as all of them need to be skilled ‘adequately' and ‘appropriately’. However, presently only 25-30
million of the workforce is formally skilled. Even if the planned capacity expansion is accounted for, the skilled
workforce base is expected to 2o only up to 80-100 million by 2017, Thus, more than 800 million require
some kind of vocational or skill development training. Moreover, India also has to look for a skilling systerr
that is aligned to international assessment and qualification frameworks, enabling mobility among the
rescurces trained in India. The skill training to new entrants to workforce is abysmally low (only 2% in India)
when compared to other countries - 96% in Korea, 80% in Japan, 75%in Germany and £2% in UK. Most of the
formal training institutions are established in the tier-1 and tier-2 cities| towns - thus constraining access for
prospective beneficiaries from rural areas to acquire relevant skills with acceptable quality.
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
