Eight contestants are strong and run forward, while the ninth, who is the gmallests
falls down. He cries out with the pain of disappointment. He has trained hard ty; does not
get the opportunity to show his talent. All his dreams of winning the medal gre proke™
and destroyed.
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When the remaining eight contestants saw him fall, they, instead of continuing the
race, came to the help of their fellow contestant. All the athletes had dreamt of winning
the medal. However, they readily forgot their dream and came forward to help the boy to
his feet. Then all the nine contestants walked hand-in-hand to the finish line. The
audience was so moved by the exemplary behaviour of the contestants that it stood up
and clapped.
